IV. FINANCIAL REPORT

A.  The balance on hand at the beginning of the fiscal year beginning July 1 is $6167.54.

V. SPORT REPORTS

A. Basketball-Division I

1. Region playoff will be on March 10 at Cincinnati State at 7 p.m.

2. District playoff will be at the Region IV winner’s site on March 15.

3. Concern was voiced about potential Region IV site, facilities, lighting, regulation floor and officials.  The Director is to ask the Region IV Director to assure the facility used is safe and meets NJCAA tournament requirements.

4. The Director and Assistant were asked to propose 3 officials be used at District tournaments.

B. Basketball-Division II

1. A motion was made and passed to change all region voting since the two districts are played separately.  A 6 person selection committee(2 two representatives from each conference) will rank the All American nominees.  The conferences will decide who their 2 committee members are.  Members will serve a 3 year rotation.

2. The rest of the information will remain the same.  A player ranked #2 by the conference cannot be ranked ahead of the #1 player in the All-American voting.

C. Cross Country

1. The region meet is at Lansing on 10/23.

D. Golf

1. One golfer participated in the Regional Tournament and continued on to the National Tournament.

2. These regulation changes were passed:  Tee times will be assigned within the men’s regional and grouped together if possible.  If no other woman golfer is available, the tournament director will provide a marker to play with the female golfer.

E. Soccer

1. Report given in the spring.

2. Gary McDaniel will be the women’s soccer chairperson.

3. Both Cincinnati State and Schoolcraft should prepare to host the district tournament.  Additionally, the chair should determine where the tie breaker playoff will be held if needed.

4. The District playoff will be at Region XII.  Region XII will play region XIII on November 5, and the winner will play Region IV and XIII on November 6.

F. Softball-Division II

1. Cuyahoga and Lansing were district champions.  Angela Nicholson of Cuyahoga and Bob Every, Lansing were named Coaches of the Year.

2. Coaches were reminded to stay current of the approved bat list.  Check NJCAA or ASA web site weekly and bring the updated banned bat list to each game.

3. Discussion on filling field from opposite district when not enough entries are received.  Members were reminded that districts are not determined in the region, but is a national committee decision.  Recommendations can be made for changes, but careful consideration should be made before doing this.

4. A motion passed that if one tournament has less than 6 teams, the tournament brackets can be adjusted accordingly..

5. The bid from Delta was accepted to host the 2005 and 2006 tournaments.  The dates will be 5/13-5/14 (5/15 rain date), 2005 and 5/12-5/13 (5/14 rain date), 2006.  The entry fee will be $500.

G. Softball-Division III

1. Columbus State was Regional Champion and lost to Hesston CC, Kansas in the District Playoff.

2. Columbus State hosts the Regional Championship on May 6-7, 2005 with May 8 the rain date.  Region VI will participate in Region XI’s Regional Tournament in 2005.  No district tournament will be held.

3. The official softball will be the Dudley 4N-133. It is a .47 compression ball.

4. The following regulation changes sere passed.

I.B. 4. The official softball shall be the ball used at the NJCAA National Tournament.
II SOFTBALL REGION/DISTRICT TOURNAMENT

II. A. 1.  The site will be alternated each year between Clark State and Columbus State.  Clark State will host in even years and Columbus State will host in odd years.

II. A. 2.  The playoff will take place two weekends prior to the National Tournament.
II. The Region VI representative will participate in Region XII’s Region Tournament in the years when Region VI only has one school participating.

II. B. 1. The tournament will be a double elimination format.
II. B. 2.  In years when there is a bye, the Region Director will draw for the bye on the confirmation deadline.

II. B. 3. The team winning the double elimination tournament will be the District G representative to the National Tournament.

II. B. 9. The “tie-breaker” rule will be used in the beginning of the top of the 10th inning for tournament play.

II. D. 2.  Confirmation of entry must be received by April 15.
II. E. 3. d. If only two teams participate, the number of all tournament players selected will be 7, regardless of position.

III. A. 2. Each coach will nominate their top 4 players prior to the Region Tournament.  The winner of the tournament will have their top 4 players on the All Region Team, and the losing team will have their top 2 players named to the All Region Team.

J. Volleyball-Division II

1. Bookkeeping changes were passed in III.F and I.C. 2 to replace USAVB with PAVO.

2. A motion was moved and passed to keep MCCAA #2 in the same position on the region tournament brackets in the odd years as it was in the even years.

3. A motion was passed that volleyball consider becoming a qualifying tournament.  This should be brought up at the coaches meeting at the tournament for input and proposal suggestions.

1. Columbus State will participate in Region XX’s Regional tournament on October 29-30 since we only have one Division III school.
