IV.   Old Business

A. Tom Healey is continuing work on the Tournament Director’s Handbook.  A report will be given in the fall.

B. Web site enhancements, updates and communication were reviewed.  The web maintenance fee was increased to $200 per month effective in July.  This year’s increase will be covered by existing funds with no dues increase ($480 per division).

V.    New Business

A. The Institutional Voting Pilot Study will be continued again this year.  The Directors will vote as the majority decides and also forward the total votes for each proposal to the National Office.
B. Amendments to the NJCAA Constitution and Bylaws:

1.  Membership dues increase.  Voted not to support:  2-24-3.  The automatic increase was not supported.

2. Delete current Article 5, Section 4. K.  Voted to support:  14-12-3.

3. New Article V. Section 4.K. Voted not to support:  0-28-1.  The body felt non traditional students were not served with this proposal.
4. Article V. Section 4. D & E. Requirements for Athletic Eligibility.  Voted to support:  14-11-4.  General support but many had a problem with raising the bar that far.

5. Transfer Waiver/Release Agreement Form.  Voted to support:  27-0-2.

6. Article V Section 11.B. 9 & 10 Professional Leagues.  Voted to support:  28-0-1.

7. Article V. Section 13. D Documentation.  Voted to support:  25-1-3.

8. Article V. Section 13. F. Audit minimum.  Voted to support:  24-0-5.

9. Article V. Section 19 Aid/Level of participation. Voted not to support.

10. Article V. Section 19 Any aid, counter for each sport.  Voted not to support:  1-26-2.

11. Article V. Section 19 Tennis Division.  Voted not to support:  7-13-9.  The objection was labeling this Division I instead of being consistent and calling Division II.  Directors were instructed to request the definitions of Divisions do not change.  If this proposal passes, then it should be called Division II.
12. Article V. Section 19 Track and Field/Cross Country/Half Marathon.  Voted to support 26-0-3.

13. District Playoffs.  Voted to support:  27-0-2.

14. At-Large Bids.  Voted to support:  24-1-4.

15. Basketball practice.  Voted to support:  18-9-2.

16. Championship Events.  Voted to support:  28-0-1.

17. Merchandising.  Voted to support:  26-2-1.

18. Bylaw proposals-Sport Committees.  Voted to support:  27-0-2.

19. Sportsmanship.  Voted to support:  27-0-2.  Questions were raised regarding how to report when the AD isn’t available or what to do with suspended players during road trips.
20. All American Nomination Guidelines.  Voted to support:  27-1-1.

C. A motion was passed to ask the NJCAA to review the software and formatting of statistical 


  compilation on the website.  Old stats need to be moved to the archives sooner and the new 
  

       information should not be buried.

D. Coaches Education Exam-The NJCAA is developing a 100 question coaching exam which can be used as an educational tool for coaches and administrators.  It should be available online later this year.
