A. Division I Basketball-Harry Meeks

1.   Monroe Community College (Region III) won the Division I Regional Tournament.  
2. Cincinnati State will move to Division II level next year.
3. Region XII is in favor of keeping the District alignment the same.  District dates and locations will be determined at the NJCAA Annual meeting in April.
B. Division II Basketball-Scott Barlow

C. Cross Country-Bernie Little

1. Lansing was the Region Champion.

2. Lansing will host the 2006 Region Meet on October 21 (two year bid).  The entry fee will be $75.

D. Golf-Norma Dycus
1. Let Norma know if you plan to have a female golfer this spring.
E. Soccer-Gary McDaniel
1.   Schoolcraft was the champion and Cincinnati State was runner up.   

F. Division II Softball-Margaret Cadieux

1. A new bid is needed in the fall for the 2007 and 2008 tournaments.  Coaches favored a one site bid and praised the committee approach to running the event.
2. Clark State will move to Division II in 2007.  Region XII will recommend they be placed in District E (West).
G. Division III Softball
1. The next Region Tournament will be May 12-13 at Clark State.  This is a date change to accommodate Region VI’s graduation.
2. The International Tie-Break rule should not be used.  Delete Section II.B.9.
3. Clark State will move to Division II in 2007.

4. M.D. Ferguson of Columbus State will become the new Division III Committee Chair.

H. Tennis-Scott Barlow

1. Grand Rapids was the Region Champion and Sinclair was the runner-up.

2. Complete results are on file with the sport report.

3. These regulation changes were passed:
a. I.C.1.  Confirmation of entry by the coach or the athletic director must be received by the tournament director one week prior to the tournament and then confirm any changes two days prior to the event.

b. II.C.1.Dual match results must be sent to the tournament director one week prior to the tournament so that playing positions may be checked.

1. Bernie Little will be the new committee chair. 

2. Results of the indoor season will be reported in the fall.

J. Division II Volleyball-Nancy Bryden

1. Schoolcraft was District D Champion and Kalamazoo Valley was District E     

      Champion.   
2. The following regulation changes were passed:
a. Strike the word “seeding” and use “placement” in the District Tournament bracket section and also in Section II.C.2. & 3.
b. Section II.B.1. change the photo requirement statement to:  Team photos must be 5 X 7, color, printed on glossy photo paper, or submitted electronically or on a disk or CD with a print resolution of 300 dpi or higher.

c. Section II A. b. delete Edison from district I list.

d. Section II.C.7. change :  No more than 3 matches shall be played in one day.

e. Change the tournament bracket times so that one team would play no more than 3 matches in one day.

f. Section II.B.3.  Change the confirmation of entry deadline from two weeks to three weeks.  Add:  If a school has the .500 rule, they must indicate so on the confirmation form and have an additional week to confirm their entry.

5. The match warm-up times in the District tournament pre-tournament packet should be changed to match the current NCAA rules.
6. The Region trophy order should be changed to reflect one Player of the Year as designated in regulations.

7. The athletic directors voted to favor the current 12 team national tournament.  If a 16 team format is adopted, they voted to support Proposal B (three Region XII districts).

8. The coaches were asked to consider a qualified tournament.

K. Division III Volleyball-Chip Hare
1. Columbus State won the District tournament. 
2. Section II.A.1.  Change:  The three Division III schools will meet in a single elimination playoff during the week prior to the District Playoff.
3. The teams will be seeded based upon their conference finish.

4. Section II.B.1.  Change:  The 2nd seeded team will host the 3rd seeded team in the first round match.  The first seeded team will host the final match.

5. The first round match in 2006 will be on Monday, October 30 and the final will be on November 1.  The winner will travel to Region XX for the District playoff.
