ARTICLE II - NAME 
Section 1.   The name of this non-profit organization shall be the Great Lakes Region, Region XII, NJCAA. 
Section 2.          This organization shall consist of a Men's Division and a Women's Division. 
ARTICLE II - PURPOSE 
Section 1.   The purpose of this organization shall be to promote and foster two year college athletics on a regional basis consistent with the educational programs of its members.
