A. Division I Basketball-Harry Meeks

3. Both schools preferred to maintain the same District Playoff opponent when the new district alignment is determined at the NJCAA Annual Meeting.
B. Division II Basketball-Scott Barlow


  1.   District Champions were Kalamazoo Valley of the West and Owens from the East.

2.   The Player of the Year was .Taleesha Hardy, St. Clair County.

4. Coaches of the Year are Ron Welch, Kalamazoo Valley and Matt Godfrey, 

      Owens.

5. The All Region Team is on file with the report.

6. The coaches disliked the 10 panel ball used at the National Tournament.  The Region Directors were to address ball concerns at the NJCAA annual meeting.

7. Two year bids were accepted to host the District G tournament at Kalamazoo Valley and District H at Delta.  Entry fees were set at $525 for District G and $475 for District H.  The District G finals will be held on Saturday, and the District H finals will be held on Sunday.

8. Coaches requested the regional coaches meeting to be held on Saturday morning of the finals for District play.  Due to the split format of next year’s tournament, the athletic directors set a meeting to be held on Sunday prior to the Regional and Conference meetings in the fall.  New proposals for determining All Region teams and All American ranking will be determined at that time. (September 26, time TBA)

10. The district tournaments will be held the week prior to the National Tournament. Dates will be confirmed at the upcoming Annual Meeting.

11.  A motion was passed to change Region Awards III. C. to read:  The top ranked player from each district will be named District Player of the Year and each will receive a plaque from the region.
