B. Fall NJCAA Academic Teams of the Year:  Schoolcraft Women’s Cross Country, Schoolcraft Volleyball, Sinclair Volleyball, Kalamazoo Valley Volleyball.

IV.   Old Business

A. Sport Committee Report form and Committee Chair duties are available in Documents section of Region XII web site.
B. NJCAA forms for eligibility documentation were available for review.  They are available on the Administrative Forms section of the NJCAA web site.  The forms included:  NJCAA Eligibility Affidavit Form, Transfer Tracking and verification letter, NJCAA Amateurism Questionnaire, ITA Amateur reimbursement forms, NJCAA Game Ejection Form, and Contact Information Form. A form is being developed to report an athlete who didn’t play all year, but was listed on the eligibility list.
C. Discussion of ejection form.  Athletic Directors were advised to educate coaches and notify officiating crews about procedures and penalties.

A. Amendments to the NJCAA Constitution and Bylaws:

1. Constitution Proposal:  Article III, Section 2.E-Membership-Not supported as written.  Favor requiring catastrophic insurance, but not tied to a specific company. 
2. Article 1, Section 1.C-Not supported as written.  Favor requiring catastrophic insurance, but not tied to a specific company.
3. Article III, Section D. 14-Financial Statement-Support
4. Article V, Section 1.H-Earned/Passing Hours-Not Supported.  Question:  Do we have to manipulate hours if we would otherwise qualify?

5. Article V, Section 3.A-High School Accreditation-Not Supported.  (9-14)

6. Article V, Section 4.J.4.d.-Certified Disabled-recent diagnosis-Supported
7. Article V, Section 4.J.6.-Certified Disabled-Waiver signature-Supported
8. Article V, Section 11.B.3-Amateur Status-Teaching-Supported.
9. Article V, Section 13.A & B-Housekeeping Changes to Certifying the Eligibility Form-Supported.
10. Article V, Section 13.C-Additional Information for Eligibility Audits-Supported.  Question: What is the timing of audits?  How close to National Tournaments are audits conducted?
11. Article V, Section 14.A.1-Scrimmage Definition-Not Supported.  Questions:  Can one team count it as a game and another team count it as a scrimmage?  Do all scrimmages have to appear on the schedule?
12. Article V, Section 14.A.4.-Scrimmate definition-Not Supported (10-14) as written.  Support would be given if part time instead of full time enrollment was required (22-2).  Question:  How does this affect a part-time student or disabled student otherwise eligible to participate?

13. Article V, Section 19-Sports Procedures-Volleyball-Supported.
14. Article V, Section 19-Sports Procedures-Tennis-Not Supported (6-7). 
15. Article V, Sports Procedures-Letter of Intent-Supported .  Question:  Does a yes vote mean reversion to a full DI scholarship can be received in one sport and a DII scholarship in another sport?

18. Article VI, Section 9-Scholarship guidelines-Meals-Supported. 
19. Article VIII-Online Letter of Intent-Supported.  Questions:  What is the timing of the signing?  Should a copy be signed by student and others required before filing?  If filing is first, what if a student doesn’t sign?  Does the 14 day time line after the term keep you from adding a scholarship later?  Clarify 5.A.2.2 “. . .or be electronically on file. . .”
20. Article VIII, Section 6-Practice Definition-Not Supported.  Take out summer section and this may have a chance.  Questions:  Define athletic contact.  Does this apply to only your own signed athletes?  Can you watch? Be present but not coach?  How does this affect speaking at camps or clinics or coaching summer leagues?  Numbers 6-10 do not fit grammatically under non-practice heading.  Is 4 hours per week per student or per coach?  Initially, we don’t know who is signed or unsigned when potential contact is made.
