I. ROLL CALL

II. MINUTES

The minutes of the spring meeting were approved.  They are on the Region XII web site.

III. DIRECTOR’S COMMENTS

A. The Director and Assistant Director’s NJCAA committee involvement remains the same as last year.

B.  A motion was made and passed to donate $500 from the Region XII Women’s Division 
funds for the NJCAA Hurricane Relief Fund.

C.  National and regional dues have not been received for the Women’s Division from several 
schools.  They will notified individually.

IV. FINANCIAL REPORT

A.  The financial report was accepted. The balance on hand at the beginning of the fiscal year 

beginning July 1 was $6506.49.

V. SPORT REPORTS

A. Basketball-Division I

1. Region playoff will be on March 9-10 at Vincennes.  Monroe College of Region III will participate in the Region XII playoff since they have only one school participating in Division I.
2. District playoff will be at the Region XII winner’s site on March 14.  Vincennes received the bye.  If Monroe should win, Region IV will host the District playoff game.
B. Basketball-Division II

1. The report was given in the spring.
C. Cross Country

1. The report was given in the spring.

D. Golf

1. One golfer participated in the Regional Tournament and continued on to the National Tournament.

2. Oakland, Henry Ford, Grand Rapids and Terra plan to have female golfers.

3. Members were reminded to file women’s golf eligibility or place the women on the men’s team eligibility form and write a letter notifying the National Office they will play in women’s post season play.  This notification must be made when eligibility is filed.

4. If a woman plays on the men’s team, she must use the men’s tees.

5. Women on women’s teams should play from the white tees as much as possible to prepare for post season play.

6. Notify the Region Director of intent to bring a player to the Women’s National Golf Tournament, and plan to enter them in the spring regional tournament.

E. Soccer

1. Owens has agreed to host a regional playoff if one is necessary prior to the district playoff.  A date will be determined by the chair and Owens.
2. The coaches request for three balls for tournament play was noted.  The Director indicated that only two balls were supplied by Brine, the NJCAA soccer sponsor.
3. Any damaged medals will be replaced free of charge by Conference Medal & Trophy.  The Director needs to be notified in these cases.  Extra medals can be ordered at the school’s expense.
F. Softball-Division II

1. Thanks to Delta for running a great tournament.

2. Southern State will compete in the OCCAC conference during the 2005-2006 season, but will become an independent the following year.  Regulations need to be changed to allow a means for them to participate in the District Tournaments.
G. Softball-Division III

1. The report was distributed, but not accepted since neither school that has softball had a representative present.  This report will be tabled until spring.
2. The coaches had requested use of the International Tie-Break rule since it was used at the National Tournament.  The committee chair determined that it was not used in the National Tournament, so no change was considered.

3. An acceptable date must be determined for the Region Tournament to allow the Region VI team to participate after their graduation.

H. Tennis

1. Three teams can qualify out of our region instead of two teams.
2. Individual schools must decide if they will send a second or third place team.
I. Track

1. No site has been determined to host the indoor super regional.

J. Volleyball-Division II

1. The NJCAA Volleyball committee intends to expand the national tournament to a 16 team tournament for 2006.  The format will be determined this coming spring.  Input should go to Scott Barlow who is on this committee.
2. The pool play seeds were adjusted for the upcoming National Tournament based on the suggestions provided by the coaches.
3. A motion was passed that volleyball consider becoming a qualifying tournament.  This should be brought up at the coaches meeting at the tournament for input and proposal suggestions.

4. The bid from Grand Rapids to host both district tournaments in 2006 and 2007 was accepted.  Entry fees will be $500.  Dates are November 3-4, 2006 and November 2-3, 2007.

K. Volleyball-Division III

1. Chip Hare is the new committee chairperson.
2. The chair was directed to get coaches input and a proposal to change the regulations to accommodate a three team playoff instead of a two team regional playoff in 2006.
