A. By Law proposals to the NJCAA

1. Learning Disable students

a. Sid Fox of Schoolcraft College proposed a change to the semester eligibility for learning disable students for second season participation.  After much discussion the motion pass unanimously.

2. Baseball season

a. Playing Dates for baseball.  It was proposed and passed that the baseball season start the 3rd weekend in February.  This is the weekend NCAA Division I opens.  The reason to start later is to even the playing field between southern and northern teams.
3. .500 rule when one school in the Region.

a. It passed unanimously to do away with the .500 rule when there is one team in a Region and that team has to travel to play in another regions tournament.  The logic behind the vote is you have Division III teams playing in a Division II league making it hard to get to .500.  You also have Division I schools scheduling down to make sure they are over .500.

B. Web site

1. Tod Hess reported the website is up and running.  He would like to post results, schedules, standing, rosters, pictures and stats next year.  He is recording soccer cards for men and women this season and will be doing golf as well in the spring.  

2. He also mentioned he is looking for stories to promote the Region. The body was asked to forward any stories to Tod

3. He also mentioned that the directory has been sent out and he is looking to make it into a living document.  If you have changes please send to Tod so he can send out a new page to everyone. 3. Eligibility audits were discussed at length.  Schools that have been audited shared their experiences with other schools.

5. It was pointed out each sport has different limits on games.  Some use dates, some use games.  Some count scrimmages in those dates/games.  Some do not.
